Ken Wootton (Burnham Lecturer 2011/12) - The Influence of Freemasonry on the Development of the Modern Olympic Movement - Lord Desborough and the 1908 London Games
In 2012 London will become the first city to host the summer Olympic Games for a third time. The first London games, in 1908, were organised by a large number of prominent Freemasons; among the foremost of these was Lord Desborough, William Henry Grenfell, a founder of both the Grenfell Lodge and the Bucks Masters’ Lodge. This paper will seek to explain how, through these individuals, the values of Freemasonry were incorporated into the early Olympic ideals and should also provide copious amounts of Olympic trivia.
